In the Holy Qur'an at many places | < ; are written but not pronounced, there few rules for this:

ik Ifany Fathah, Kasrah or Dhammah letter is followed by another letter with Sukoon or Shaddah
thenrecite them merging with Sukoon or Shaddah and skip all the letters between them.
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m If Alif is carrying a small circle over it then Alif is dropped.
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m The word Ui should be read as & However, if you stop at Ui then stretch Alif-Madd there.
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SO After Standing Fathah, if there is a Yaa without any sign, then don't read it. (this is already
explained in Lesson No. 21).
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m If there is no sign on any letter, then drop that letter. No sign No sound.
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
