e When you say !, point the index finger of your right hand toward the one in front of you and move
your hand down from a raised position as if you are giving a command to somebody in front of you.
When you say 14, repeat the same with four fingers.

e When you say & ¥, point the index finger of your right hand and move the hand from left to right as
if you are asking somebody not to do something.  When you say 1sixé ¥, repeat the same with four
fingers.
