O Jews used to say: They were the chosen (favored) people, and that the home of
the Hereafter (Jannah) is for them alone, hellfire wouldn't touch them, and so
on.

® Allah challenged them by saying: Wish for death! Because only when you die,
you will know about your destination, Jannah or Jahannam. He exposed the
hollowness of their claim by telling Muslims that they will never do so!

e We don’t claim that we will surely enter Jannah. We only beg Allah for His
mercy to help us enter Jannah.

® Indeed, they would never wish for death in front of the Prophet . Because
of (a) they knew deep in their hearts, Jannah was not exclusively for them
alone. (b) They committed bad deeds, including rejecting the true Prophet,
Muhammadtsz (c) They loved the life of this world as long as they could. (d)
They knew the Prophet s tells the truth. If they had wished for death, they
would have died right there.

e When a person sins excessively (4 &ald W), he will forget death and would

not like to be reminded about it. He becomes used to with that sinful life.
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Hadith: The Prophet ## said: “Whoever asks Allah for Jannah three times,
Jannah will say: O Allah, enter him into Jannah. And whoever seeks protection
from hell three times, hell will say: “O Allah: protect him from the hell.” (Tirmidhi: 2572)

Imagine & Feel: Imagine that your classmate, who doesn’t study just goes
around and makes this Dua. Like this, Jews claimed that Jannah 1s exclusively
for them only.

Think & Ponder:

e In their hearts, they knew that they rejected true Prophets, like Isa AS and
Muhammad 2. They knew that this was a big crime and therefore, they did
not wish for death.

Du’a: O Allah make us humble servants and grant us Jannah.

Evaluate: Do we also claim false to show off in front of people? Do we feel regret
for our mistakes or wrongdoings?

Plan: I will ask Allah every day at least 3 times for entry into Jannah and
protection from Hell.
