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The Jews in Arabia were not able to tolerate the progress of
Islam and Muslims.

They incited the Quraish and other Arab & Jewish tribes
against the Muslims and persuaded them to attack Madinah.

Thus, an army of about 10,000 went out to attack Madinah.
The Prophet & consulted Sahabah when he heard about it.

Salman Farsi®” suggested to dig trenches around Madinah.
The Prophet &5 liked his suggestion.

He &8 asked Sahabah to dig a trench, and he &2 also
participated in this work.
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There was about only 3000 Muslims in this battle.

When the army of the enemies approached Madinah, they
could not attack because of the trench. There were only a few
incidents of archery from both sides.

This situation continued for a month, in which six Muslims
were martyred, and ten disbelievers were killed.

After that, Allah sent a strong wind and angels. The
disbelievers lost the courage, their army was split, and they
turned back.

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Banu Quraizah was a Jewish tribe in Madinah. They had a
treaty with the Muslims, but in Ghazwah Ahzab they violated
the treaty and sided with the disbelievers.

After returning from the Ghazwah, the Prophet & took his
Sahabah and went out towards Banu Quraizah.

Since the Banu Quraizah had wolated the treaty and
committed betrayal, the Prophet & besieged them along with
3000 Sahabah.

After a siege of about 25 days, Banu Quraizah lost courage and
they were captured.
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Banu Quraizah were allies of the Arab tribe “Aus”. So, the
Prophet & referred their case to Sa'd bin Mu’adh®? who was
the chief of the “Aus” tribe.

Sa’dRA decided that the men should be killed, the women and
children should be taken prisoners, and the property should
be distributed.

This decision was based on the utmost justice and fairness,
because Banu Quraizah had not.only committed a dangerous
crime at a critical time; but had also accumulated enough
weapons to attack and destroy the Muslims.
